a. First Coast Security Reports- Scott Leonard reported.
i. FCS Monthly Report (Entry Data/Incidents/Issues/ABC and Compliance Stats)- RFID

entries reviewed, traffic has increased YTD and MTD. Three incidents were reported in
February: Vehicular incident at Players Park, gatehouse damage found- it is unknown
how long damage has been present, and vehicle damaged from heavy winds. Reviewed
areas to watch and compliance reports shared.

ii. Gatehouse Inspection Report- Reviewed inspection report. Discussion.

iii. Safe Pace Radar Data Sign Report- Speed camera data was provided. FCS will be moving
cameras as discussed by CAC and recommended by SJSO.

iv. Radar Camera Report- The majority of citations are vendors who visit multiple residents,
guests of The Yards, Amazon delivery vehicles, and the County. The highest speeds
appear to be from ambulances. As cameras are refined, they will be able to show tag
information giving FCS the ability to notify companies when their drivers are recorded
traveling unsafe speeds on Association roadways. Discussion on additional incidents that
occurred in March. The compliance process was outlined and staff updates given.

b. SJSO Reports- There were 15 visits reported in February including written warnings. Action:
MLMC will post to the website.
c. Financial Report- Kristy Richland reported. January ended with savings due to less SISO hours
as well as savings in gatehouse repairs. Timing issues were observed.

Oak Bridge & Main Gate

March 9, 2026 @ 8:45 PM: Suspicious Package left on the side of the house at 126 Nandina Cir. The
package was a blue, plastic tote with a Styrofoam cooler inside. Inside the cooler were plastic tubes
containing blue and red liquids. The new FCS Patrol Officer took a report from the homeowner and placed
the cooler and report in the Account Managers Office. When Scott Leonard arrived at 7:00 am 3/10/2026,
and saw the report and container, his experience led him to call SJISO. The first deputy on the scene then
called his supervisor and SISO Bomb Squad arrived with St Johns Fire & Rescue. After examining the
package, it was discovered the tubes and cooler were used to keep medication cold, and someone was just
trying to dispose of trash. Scott Leonard then used the incident to train the Patrol Officers not to handle
suspicious packages or unknown chemicals, especially during a major sporting event such as TPC.

Main Gate
March 10, 2026 @ 8:47 PM: Resident, April Hart went through the Main Gate and struck the curb causing
damage to her vehicle. The resident then left the scene when the Gate Officer called the Sheriffs’ Office.
Police and Security attempted to contact the resident who refused to come to the door for Police or Security.
At 12:30 am 3/11/2026 the vehicle was finally towed, and the RFID lane was cleared.

Main Gate
March 14, 2026 @ 4:15 PM. A white passenger van drove through the Main Gate during TPC and struck
the gate arm, bending, the arm and damaging the light. A Police report was filed on 3/15/2025 and the
driver was cited for “Hit and Run”. Scott Leonard is waiting on a copy of the report from SJSO. Case #:
26CADO057551. I will relay the estimate for a new gate arm with lights, and insurance information to Marsh
Landing Management once it is received from SJSO. It was a shuttle Company.

Major Incident (Stadium Court to Oak Bridge)
March 14, 2026 @ 10:30 PM. Duval County Resident, 32 year old Christian Barrios shot and killed two
people in the Walgreens Parking lot of A1A. After the shooting the suspect fled the scene through PGA
Tour property on Palm Valley Rd. making his way through the TPC Course to Stadium Court. Where
Barrios burglarized a home and stole the TPC Residents BMW. Barrios then is believed to have fled the
scene through Oak Bridge where it is believed that Barrios drove the stollen BMW through the locked,
unmanned Gate at the end of Palmara Dr. SISO Case # SIS260FF002615. Investigation is still pending.
